NC State University 

Dr. Robert (Rob) Dunn serves as Senior Vice Provost for University  

Interdisciplinary Programs at NC State University. In this role, Dunn oversees the 

Office of University Interdisciplinary Programs, which includes: the Chancellor’s 

Faculty Excellence Program; the Data Science, Genetics and Genomics, and 

Global One Health Academies; the Biotechnology Program; the Coastal  

Resilience and Sustainability Initiative; NC State Innovation and Entrepreneurship; the Integrative Sciences 

Initiative; the Long View Project; the Sustainable Futures Initiative; and the Shelton Leadership Center. He 

has worked alongside university leaders and campus partners to stand up the office, and is responsible for 

equipping new interdisciplinary initiatives for success, continuing to support existing initiatives, and achieving 

the office’s strategic goals. 

Dunn also holds a William Neal Reynolds Distinguished Professorship in the Department of Applied Ecology, 

where he devotes 20 percent of his time. He has been a member of the NC State faculty since 2005. Dunn 

manages the Public Science lab. His research has been awarded more than ten million dollars in grants from 

no fewer than twelve different sources for work in 20 different countries. 

Dunn received his Bachelor of Arts in biology from Kalamazoo College, and his PhD in ecology and evolution 

from the University of Connecticut. He is an avid writer and has published many popular articles, in National 

Geographic, the New York Times, the Wall Street Journal among many others, as well as seven books, most 

recently, A Natural History of the Future and Delicious, The Evolution of Flavor and How it Made us Human, 

with Monica Sanchez.

Spring 2024 Meeting Summary

Meeting Overview 

The meeting began with an introduction from Professor David Ridley and Dean Bill Boulding. Members then 

introduced themselves. 

The council then discussed the implications of the February 2024 Change Healthcare cyberattack which  

affected about one third of physicians and disrupted their ability to bill insurers. The council discussed how 

healthcare depends on systems/companies that operate in the background and the strong interplay of 

healthcare organizations with government organizations. System resiliency, impacts and actions of different 

sized healthcare players, and the role of CMS interventions were all discussed. The council also discussed 

mechanisms for making physician groups whole during the software disruption, including funding from 

Change’s parent company, funding from other businesses, and funding from the federal government.  

The council then heard from Professor Jamie Jones of Duke Innovation and Entrepreneurship (I&E) on Duke 

student innovation and introduced a case study on Betacare, with a presentation made by current Fuqua 

MBA and HSM student and Founder Runo Obafemi (MBA ’25). In her presentation, Runo discussed the 

problems of delivering healthcare in the emerging market of Nigeria and their solution to provide Telehealth 

and Patient Education. Telehealth gets paid by billing through the mobile phone service provider monthly bill. 

She then discussed how Betacare has leveraged Duke I&E to test the company’s underlying assumptions 

and plan their next steps. The council offered insights into how to think about their ideal customers, how they 

can affiliate with local partners, and how to effectively interact with government institutions, based on council 

expertise. One challenge is that young people are tech savvy and able to use telehealth, but have few health 

needs. Seniors are less tech savvy but have more health needs. One approach would be to encourage 

young people to give mom the gift of telehealth for Mother’s Day. 



Spring 2024 Meeting Summary 

After a break, Ruth Tolman gave an overview of the past 100 years of Duke Innovations in healthcare, 

specifically noting specific connections and contributions by the council. 

The council then discussed Professor Ridley’s recent research published in Health Affairs in December.  

Professor Ridley and coauthors showed that FDA’s drug quality assurance inspections have not returned to 

pre-COVID levels. Foreign inspections were down 79% in 2022 compared to 2019. Foreign inspections had 

still not rebounded in 2023. This was paired with a case study. They discussed a drug given a 6-month  

priority review which took nearly 2 years to be approved because FDA inspectors refused to go to the facility 

or conduct a remote inspection until 2023. The council discussed the regulatory environment and offered  

solutions. 

Dr. Kevin Saunders from the Duke Human Vaccine Institute then offered insights from Duke’s work to create 

a universal vaccine. He explored the current state of research in this space, next steps, along with broad 

challenges facing vaccine development. He answered questions from the council about the scientific  

underpinnings of the research, implications of future clinical trials, and the importance of equity in vaccine 

trials.  

The council meeting then closed with lunch. 

The next council meeting will be held on November 15th, 2024, in Durham, North Carolina.
